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Hlavnim zdrojem tohoto piehledu je Seznam
Ceskoslovenskych broukti (Jelinek et al., 1993).
Chybi v ném tdaj o vyskytu Litargus balteatus na
Slovensku (Jelinek, 1990), pozd&ji potvrzeny Majz-
lanem (2002), nélez Mycetophagus decempunctatus
na Moravé publikoval Ziiber (1995).

Data o rozsifeni ve stitech stfedni Evropy byly
pievzaty z Checklistu broukt Némecka (Kohler &
Klausnitzer, 1998), Katalogu Luchta (1987), Fauny
Madarska (Merkl, 1993), Katalogu coleopter
Slovenska a Podkarpatské Rusi (Roubal, 1936),
Katalogu fauny Polska (Burakowski et al., 1986)
a Seznamu zvifat Polska (Mroczkowski & Ste-
fanska, 1991). Tyto tidaje byly dopInény samostatné
publikovanymi nélezy: vyskyt Typhaea decipiens
v Polsku publikoval Jatoszyniski (2003), v ostatnich
statech stfedni Evropy byly publikovany dalsi
tdaje o rozsiteni kosmopolitniho druhu Litargus
balteatus a neddvno popsaného druhu Typhaea
decipiens. Ten byl zjistén i v Ceské republice a na
Slovensku, ziejmé se ale vyskytuje v celé Evropé.

Seznam druhi sleduje vyssi systematické déleni
¢eledi podle Nikitského (1993).

Nevyjasnénym druhem je Typhaea decipiens.
Lohse (1989) odliSuje tento druh od T. stercorea,
a predpokldd4 jeho rozsiteni v Evropé. Nikitsky
(1993) T. decipiens neuvadi, ale piSe o podobném
druhu 7. haagi Reitter, 1874 Siroce rozsifeném
ve vychodnim palearktu. Oba autofi odliSuji 7.
decipiens resp. T. haagi od T. stercorea shodné,
proto se pravdépodobné jednd o stejny druh.

New faunistic records:

The main source of the present review is the list of the
Czechoslovak Coleoptera (Jelinek et al., 1993). It did not
include information on the occurrence of the Litargus balteatus
in Slovakia (Jelinek, 1990) that was later supported by Majzlan
(2002); the finding of the Mycetophagus decempunctatus in
Moravia was published by Ziber (1995).

Data on the distribution in countries of Central Europe were
taken from the Checklist of Coleoptera of Germany (Kohler
& Klausnitzer, 1998), Catalogue by Lucht (1987), Fauna of
Hungary (Merkl, 1993), Catalogue of Coleoptera of Slovakia
and Transcarpathian Ukraine (Roubal, 1936), Catalogue of
Fauna of Poland (Burakowski et al., 1986), and List of Animals
of Poland (Mroczkowski & Stefanska, 1991). These data
were supplemented by independently published findings: the
occurrence of the Typhaea decipiens in Poland was published by
Jatoszynski (2003), and in other countries of Central Europe,
further data were published on the distribution of the
cosmopolite Litargus balteatus and of the recently described
species Typhaea decipiens. The latter was also found in the
Czech Republic and in Slovakia, however, it obviously occurs
throughout Europe.

The list of species obeys the higher systematic categorization
of the family according to Nikitsky (1993).

The problem of the species Typhaea decipiens has not
been yet elucidated. Lohse (1989) differentiates this species
from the 7. stercorea with assuming its distribution in Europe.
Nikitsky (1993) does not mention the 7. decipiens, however, he
writes about a similar species 7. haagi Reitter, 1874, widely
distributed in the east Palearctic area. Both authors present
the same differentiation of both the T. decipiens and T. haagi,
respectively, from the 7. stercorea and thus, the 7. decipiens and
T. haagi are probably conspecific.
