Diskuze

Tradiční systém členění (Motschulsky, Jeannel aj.), obsahující okolo 20 podrodů, často nestejné taxonomické hodnoty, se nám zdál nepřehledný a nefunkční. Při řazení jednotlivých druhů do podrodu převážilo často množství pro podrod nevyhovujících znaků nad množstvím znaků podrodu vyhovujících (XLiter.,příklady) Definice podrodu se tak stávala obtížnou, často nemožnou. Příkladem je pojetí podrodů Campalita, Caminara, Charmosta, Camegonia aj. (Motschulsky,1865), které neponechávají ve stejném druhovém objemu ani dva významní autoři posledních let..  Naproti tomu zařazení do „skupin druhů“ je z tohoto hlediska zatíženo mnohem menším množstvím spekulace. Vychází s přirozeného shlukování, myšleno značné morfogenetické i geografické blízkosti, velmi blízkých taxonů na úrovni druhu či „silného“ poddruhu. Nutnost diskuze o statutu druhu či poddruhu je v řazení do druhových skupin upozaděna a dává mnohem větší volnost autorovi, aniž by se narušilo podtržení druhové příbuznosti. 

Příkladem může být tradičně sporné pojetí skupiny „maderae“. Taxon „auropunctatum“ zde může vystupovat na úrovni druhu či silné subspecie, podobně jako taxon „tectum“, aniž by bylo nutno složitě poměřovat blízkost linií „maderae maderae“ – „maderae tectum“ či „auropunctatum auropunctatum“ – „auropunctatum tectum“ apod. 


Přirozeným vyústěním těchto úvah je nerespektování poddruhového dělení v rodu Calosoma vůbec. Domníváme se však, že můžeme status podrodu ponechat u některých zásadně morfologicky odlišných skupin od běžných typů podrodu Calosoma s.str., jakými jsou například africké montánní druhy, které oddělil Lapouge v r.1929. Jedná se o skupiny nelétavých druhů odlišného tvaru těla i způsobu života (např. Carabophanus pro raffrayi nebo Orinodromus pro deckeni) či zásadně odlišného tvaru penisu (Carabomorphus pro brachycerum). V Nearkticko-neotropickém prostředí lze analogicky podobně zachovat podrod Blaptosoma pro vesměs středoamerické druhy s biodiverzním centrem v Mexiku. Podrod v širším pojetí by zahrnoval některé původně subgenericky separované skupiny (Calopachys aj.). Odlišnost primárních znaků- genitálií druhů, oddělovaných v podrodu Carabomimus pro striatulum, lze rovněž respektovat jako subgenerickou. 


Jako určitý kompromis působí ponechání některých velkých skupin druhů, které se liší zejm. tvarem štítu a krovek a částečně respektují Motschulského členění.:

1) Tvar štítu a krovek odpovídá C.sycophanta. Často kovově lesklé, pestrobarevné  -Calosoma s.str. 

2) Krovky více paralelní, protáhlejší druhy. Většinou černá, kovově lesklé,jednobarevné, často hrubá skulptura, tečkování,výrazné rýhování. (Evropa,Asie,Afrika) –Campalita (Motschulsky,1865)

3) Nearktické a neotropické druhy kovově lesklé se silným rýhováním – Castrida

4) Nearktické a neotropické druhy černé tvarem krovek podobné C.sycophanta –Camedula

5) Nearktické a neotropické druhy s protáhlými krovkami s paralelním okrajem Callitropa

6) Nearktické druhy s širokým štítem a kratšími, více ovoidními krovkami  Chrysostigma

to se mi nelíbí- jak to zdůvodnit? Mělo by to ale svou logiku a přehlednost.

 Vědecké podklady tohoto sjednocení jsou však velmi chabé a roli zde hraje zejména didaktická snaha o přehlednost. Na obdobné úrovni může být ponechán taxon Callisthenes, kde předmětem diskuze je nejen jeho vlastní hodnota (genus versus subgenus), ale i další vnitrotaxonové dělení (morfologicky obtížně zdůvodnitelné dělení na podrody Microcallisthenes a Callistenia, které spočívá pouze na geografické vzdálenosti výskytu obou skupin). Ponechání taxonu Callisthenes na úrovni podrodu a další dělení pouze na skupiny druhů nám může prokázat obdobnou službu, jako u velké skupiny typických druhů (Calosoma s.str.), kdy respektujeme znaky mezidruhového příbuzenství, aniž jsme zatíženi nutností taxonomicky poměřovat jednotlivá příbuzenství skupin. Zde je ve velkém využita výhoda definice skupiny druhů, která nestanoví žádnou nutnou míru příbuznosti jednotlivých druhových skupin.


Znakem námi respektovaných podrodů je , že při liberálnějšá optice mohou vystupovat jako rody. V podtextu této úvahy je očekávání, že nyní tolik prosazované genetické analýzy a jejich kotvení do tradičních morfologických klasifikací, vyústí v separaci těchto „silných podrodů“ v plnohodnotné rody. Podobných prací jsme nyní svědky v blízkém, tradičně široce pojímaném, rodu Carabus (Imura, 2002) . Nechceme se v žádném případě pouštět do diskuze na téma porovnávání a koexistenci obou metodik: tradiční a genetické. Můžeme ale doufat, že zde prezentovaný zjednodušený systém nemusí  při prosazování jednotlivých kritérií kolabovat.
