Habitus similar to Nathrius (elytra long and convex, with apex extending distinctly beyond base of posterior femora). Species from Middle Asia (Nathrioglaphyra Sama) 
 N. amigdali (Holzschuh), N. heptapotamica (Plavilstshikov)


–
3rd segment of tarsi bilobed nearly to base; segments of anterior tarsi cylindrical in both sexes; elytra shorter, their apex not extending beyond base of posterior femora; 4th antennal segment densely clothed with recumbent pubescence; 8th tergite nearly flat and apically with hairs; anterior coxal cavities closed posteriorly (Glaphyra Newman)

Pronotum more densely punctate, punctures round and umbilicate 
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–
Pronotum sparsely and more or less deeply punctate, punctures not umbilicate 
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3
Elytra distinctly shorter than pronotum, together, at their base, broader than long

Elytra distinctly longer than pronotum, together, at their base, longer than broad 
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4
Antennae in males much longer than body, 5th segment distinctly longer than 4th 
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–
Antennae in males not or slightly longer than body, 5th segment slightly longer than 4th 
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5
1st antennal segment much longer than 3rd or 4th; first four antennal segments densely punctate and with many long yellowish erect hairs; pronotum long, in males with two shining longitudinal elevations; aedeagus with long lower lamella; endophallus armed with many sclerites 
 G. umbellatarum (Schreber)


–
1st antennal segment usually not longer than 3rd or 4th; sometimes slightly longer than 3rd; first four antennal segments with only a few deep punctures and with sparse short suberect hairs; pronotal disc at most with median unpunctate longitudinal callosity, endophallus with only smaller sclerites 
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6
Body more robust and darker in colour; elytra slightly longer than broad at their base, more densely punctate. Legs stouter. Species from western Turkey (Abant Lake near Bolu) 
 G. malmusii Sama


–
Body more slender and lighter in colour; elytra longer than broad at their base, more sparsely punctate. Legs slender. Species widespread from Caucasus to northern Iran 
 G. plagiata (Reiche)

Entire body uniformly dark brown in colour; antennae very robust with segments short and stout; pronotum densely punctate, elytra deeply and densely punctate. Larvae in Cedrus

Head and pronotum dark brown, elytra, legs and antennae yellow; antennae thinner with slender, long segments; pronotum and elytra sparsely punctate. Larvae usually in deciduous trees 
 G. schmidti (Ganglbauer)

Elytra shorter, more densely punctate; sternites densely punctate. Endemic species from Cyprus 
 G. bassettii Sama


–
Elytra longer, more sparsely punctate; sternites sparsely punctate. Endemic species from Taurus Mts. in southern Turkey 


 G. tenuitarsis (Holzschuh)

Pronotum usually longer, less shining, more densely punctate and lighter coloured; elytra usually yellow-brown, apically darker. Subspecies from Europe 


 G. kiesenwetteri kiesenwetteri (Mulsant et Rey)


–
Pronotum usually more convex and rounded, more shining due to sparser punctuation, darker in colour; elytra uniformly dark brown. Subspecies from Eastern Mediterranean
